There’s a buzz about Worthing – Worthing Honey Collective crowdfunding campaign for community beehive scheme launched

This summer local social enterprise We Are FoodPioneers CIC will kick start the Worthing Honey Collective, Worthing’s first community beehive project, working with a number of local partners who have already provided roof spaces for the first four hives. 

The social enterprise has now started a four-week Crowdfunder campaign to help it reach its funding goals towards setting up West Sussex’ first community beehive project. There are opportunities for people of all ages to help harvest unique wild seafront rooftop honey, and to support a comprehensive educational outreach programme with local schools. For invested supporters and local businesses there is also an option to adopt their own hive, and support the long term sustainability of a beekeeping training scheme for local residents. With initial support from national social enterprise incubator UnLtd, the beehive scheme will include an outreach programme working with schools in Worthing to enable children to learn about keeping bees, pollination and bee friendly plants. Wildflower planting schemes in public parks and back gardens are also part of this project, which will turn Worthing into one of the most bee friendly towns along the South Coast. 

Director of FoodPioneers Anne Thwaites says: “We are excited to work with South Downs Leisure, Beach House Cafe, the Proto Restaurant Group, Worthing Borough Council and the Worthing TCI to help us build momentum for this fantastic new venture, also providing us with roof spaces to house the bees. We are now looking for crowd support to raise our funding target to £8,000 and enable us to work with people of all ages across Worthing.”
